After defeating him, Head of Vengarl will sell the Red Rust Sword, Red Rust Scimitar and
Red Rust Shield and he will be summonable as an NPC phantom.
Though he is much larger than most other humanoid enemies in the game, he can still be
backstabbed. He can be parried and riposted as well.
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
